
Our Story:

We are the Story School, a 501(c)(3) non-profit in Central MA. We run Camp Fable and Camp Grimoire two fantastical
eduLARP camps (educational live-action, role-play) hosting local, national, and international campers ages 8-18. We believe
in teaching through stories and making education an adventure. Each season, we build an inclusive community filled with
neurodiverse, LGBTQ+, and nerdy campers of all backgrounds. The Story School raises funds each summer to support our
scholarships and programs. And we need your help! We want to bring in more heroes, hire more hero leaders, and provide
funds ensuring no family misses out on spending their summer in our stories. We currently need $40,000 to support our
scholarship requests for the season and $30,000 for a long-overdue accessibility project to update our indoor spaces for
addressing the acoustical needs of our neurodivergent and general population. That’s $70,000 to raise before summer!

All donations are tax-deductible and funds raised in this
campaign support our scholarship programs, STEAM equipment and supply purchases, and our curriculum development.
